Dear parents,

As you know, coronavirus has imposed a heavy burden, directly affecting the health of some of us
and the lives and incomes of everyone.

With the school closure measures imposed by the government, Azbuka will unfortunately be unable
to operate from its premises next term (summer term). We have had to shut the Nursery and
Reception temporarily, but the summer term will continue to operate full-time school - switched to
online - for Years 1-4.

The staff and governors are doing everything possible to minimise the impact of these measures,
support our excellent staff and prepare for our future resumption of full operations - which we hope
will happen by the time of the next academic year.

As you know, Azbuka fees are charged for the full year, even though they are split and billed across
three terms to ease payment terms. In order to ensure that the school can continue to function from
September 2020, and guarantee places for your children in the coming 2020-21 academic year, we
will continue charging the usual fees for the summer term.

We know some other big independent schools (most of them with massive reserves) have been able
to reduce their fees in line with a reduction in costs for this coming summer term; this is not the case
with thousands of other independent schools including Azbuka. To keep the school operating we will
incur 100% of the usual costs, and even after considering all the additional external funding we
might be entitled to (some government temporary reductions, few grants) we are still not in a
position to reduce the summer term fees.

However, after carefully reworking the budget for the coming academic year, we have made a very
difficult decision to freeze the increase of school fees (planned 7%) for the whole academic year
2020/21 (all three terms).

While teaching will be conducted remotely this summer term (or until June at least), our staff - as
you will have already observed - have been working tirelessly to provide resources and online
learning, and are already at work planning to provide our enriched curriculum for the coming term.
Azbuka has been trying to cover most area of learning, including online school visits by inspiring
people. Ironically, we have managed to achieve much more in such a short and intense period of
time than many other schools.

Your fees will allow us to ensure we can retain our staff and operations, support our continuing
activities and prepare for our future as we maintain our growth in the autumn.

We would ask any parents who are able to contribute more to do so, and can of course discuss any
case with families having financial difficulties in considering making payment easier with monthly
instalments. Please get in touch to discuss any individual arrangements.
